Your local Alberta Health Services should be
the first place you call for information to
help you manage your health care needs in
the community. Here are some reasons why:

* Anyone can call the Alberta
Health Services for informa-
tion, to make a referral, or to
get information about services
available in the community.

* The Alberta Health Services
have people on staff who are
fluent in both English and
French.

* The Home Care Program
plan, coordinate and ensure

the delivery of a full range of

include nursing, personal sup-
port, various types of therapies
and nutritional counseling.

* They also help you arrange
short-term stays in Long Term
Care Homes for convalescence
or to allow relief for caregivers.
* They coordinate all access to
health support services in
schools for children with spe-

cial needs. When you call or

nator/case manager will con-
tact you to arrange for an
assessment of your needs and
your eligibility for services.
There are no costs for eligible
clients. If you are not eligible
to receive their services, or if
these services do not meet all
your needs, your local Alberta
Health Services will help you
link to alternative services
available in the community.
